IMPORTANT INFORMATION

Training, Transport To and From Matches

Our 2011 season starts on Wednesday 20th April subject to weather & ground conditions. Junior coaching sessions are held at the ground each Wednesday until the end of August from 6.30 pm until 8.30 pm except for the Under 9’s who finish at 8.00 pm. 

The Cricket Section ‘Drop off and Pick Up’ policy applies during all training sessions and matches.  This policy is extended to all parents/guardian and specifically states that you should ensure that your child is handed over to the Team Manager/Coaches at the start of each training session or match. Also, please ensure you collect your child promptly at the end of coaching/matches.

Weather conditions sometimes mean we have to call off a coaching session, so before leaving your child with us, please ensure coaching has not been prevented by weather or ground conditions. 

Coaches and Club staff will be responsible for the children in their care when on club premises or on arrival at opponents cricket grounds. It is not the responsibility of the Coach or Team Manager to transport, or arrange to transport, the children to and from the club or match.

Matches

Matches are held both at home and away on mid-week evenings and Sunday mornings. For away games team managers will ensure your child is fully briefed in advance about when and where matches will take place. A match fee of £1 per player will be payable.

We endeavour to give as many juniors as possible a taste of competitive cricket but selection is essentially based on playing ability. If your child is not selected then can we suggest you encourage them not to be disappointed but to try to improve their game so that they cannot be overlooked for selection in future. Junior players of sufficient ability will be considered for selection in the appropriate senior teams, which play on Saturday or Sunday afternoons.

Wednesday 1st June – May Half Term - Under 11 & Under 13 Cricket Day 

We will be holding matches for both age groups for all children who attend coaching. The purpose of this is to give all children the opportunity to experience a real match. It is intended that each child will play in 2 matches, one in the morning and one in the afternoon. Further details will be provided in due course.

Membership Forms & Fees

All junior players MUST provide the club with a fully completed Junior Club Membership Form (included at the back of this booklet), which includes medical information, parent/guardian emergency contact details and consent for your child taking part in our activities. Completion of the form also gives us authority to act on your behalf should your child need emergency first aid/medical treatment and information about our responsibilities re Data Protection and confidentiality.

Along with the form, a cheque (payable to “Guisborough Cricket Club Junior Section”) or cash for the annual £15 Junior Club membership fee MUST also be provided. Forms and fees should be handed in at the start of the first coaching season attended.  Failure to provide a fully completed Membership Form and £15 membership fee promptly will mean your child will not be allowed to take part in coaching or match activity.

Attendance fees for coaching sessions at the ground this season are £2.00 per session and these are collected at the start of coaching each week. For everyone’s convenience and to enable parents of regular attendees to save money, a one-off fee of £20 may be paid by Wednesday May 11th to cover the session fees for the whole season. For those who join after the 1st July, the one-off fee is reduced to £10.00 and membership to £7.50

Club Shop & Equipment

Guisborough CC in association with Solly Sports has a club shop that carries a full range of equipment & clothing. It also offers a fitting service to junior cricketers throughout the area. The shop is located in the room adjacent to the Clubhouse entrance hall and will open on Wednesday evenings during the season.

For those who are new to cricket, the club will endeavor to provide all necessary equipment (except for a box for hygiene reasons). However, as junior players develop they may wish to purchase their own equipment and our coaches will be happy to advise on what is appropriate.

Children’s University
Guisborough Cricket Club Junior section is registered with the Redcar & Cleveland Children’s University. Any child who is registered with their school for this scheme can have the hours that they attend Junior Practice and Junior Matches added to their passport. Please see Andrew Middlemiss on the last Wednesday Evening of each month for your passport to be ‘stamped’.

Social Club Membership

All parents/guardians of junior members are entitled to full Cricket Club Social Membership at £6 per person, which is a reduction of 50% on the full fee.  Membership allows you full use of the club’s social facilities and a permit for free parking in the club’s car park for periods of up to 2 hours in the designated part of the car park at any time of the week. Should you wish to take advantage of this offer, Membership Forms are available on the main club notice board outside the bar.

Club Facilities

The club has many social activities inc quiz nights, prize draws, members draw, pool, darts and Sky Sports TV in our main club bar open every evening and weekend lunch times. Larger scale social events are held from time to time in our superb function room seating 100 with bar and kitchen facilities (also available for private hire - contact Helen Hunt on 07976 927270 or helenb287@fsmail.net). 

Volunteers

The club is run by its members on a voluntary basis and we always need more people to help. Even if you can only give 1 hour each week we’ll make sure we make good use of your time and skills. Many hands make light work! We realise how precious time can be and won’t pressure you into taking on more than you can manage.

These are some of the jobs that need doing : arranging transport, scoring, collecting subs, helping with the pitch, maintaining ground facilities, producing posters and press releases, helping with refreshments and teas, coaching and first aiders. Helping out is a great way to get to know people and to contribute to the club’s development and you don’t necessarily need to know anything about cricket ! Sponsorship

CHILD PROTECTION POLICY

We believe that Guisborough Cricket Club offers a child-friendly environment, in which young people can safely enjoy playing cricket. And, because we want to keep it that way, we have made a commitment to implementing the ECB’s “Safe Hands” policy. This has been produced with the help of the NSPCC.

Sadly, in this day and age, we are forced to face up to the reality that in all walks of life there are adults who prey upon children. Evidence shows that, although relatively few, some of these have in the past identified cricket as presenting opportunities for them to do so. No activity that involves young people can afford to be complacent.

However, our intention at Guisborough Cricket Club is not to alarm people, but to address the risks in a measured way by doing what is reasonable to reduce them.  To that end the club has produced a Safe Guarding Policy document detailing the way in which we implement the ECB Safe Hands policy. A copy of this is on the Cricket Section notice board and is available on request. A version of this prepared specifically for our junior members is shown below and we encourage you to read it with your child and ensure he or she understands what it means.

SAFE HANDS POLICY - A Guide for Young People

When you join Guisborough Cricket Club we want you to enjoy yourself, make new friends and amaze yourself with what you can do. Cricket is fun!  

For some children though, older children or even adults picking on them, bullying them or hurting them in some other way can spoil this fun. We hope this never happens at Guisborough Cricket Club. 

However, you may have heard about the Club’s “Safe Hands” policy. Cricket clubs all over the country have been asked by the England & Wales Cricket Board to introduce this. Basically, it is there to help keep you safe. We do this by making sure that there are adults, who have been properly checked out and trained, looking out for you. 

This means that there are people you can talk to if you are ever worried about bullying or unsure about someone who is making you feel uneasy or unsafe. Although it is never an easy thing to do, telling someone is the first step to putting a stop to something that is worrying you. You may also be helping to protect other children who are unable to speak out. If something, or someone, is ever worrying you when involved in cricket with Guisborough Cricket Club, talk to a person who you can trust or get your parents to.

This might be the Junior Manager, one of the coaches, team manager or team captain if you are playing in a senior team. You can also ask to speak with the Child Welfare Officer. If you do need to talk to him about anything, he will not tell anyone else about what you have said, unless you say he can or he really has to in order to keep you or other children safe. Even then, he will always try to talk to you about this first.

THE CHILD WELFARE OFFICER

The Child Welfare Officer with responsibility for the young members is Andrew Middlemiss. He will :
· Act as the first point of contact for the reporting of Child Welfare and Protection concerns

· Help and safeguard young people by assisting in the promotion and implementation of the ECB’s Safe Hands Policy at a Club level

· Assist in the raising of awareness of others at the club in respect of Child Protection 

· Uphold confidentiality, as far as is practical in all Child Protection matters
· Liaise with the County Child Welfare Officer when appropriate
JUNIOR CLUB RULES

Guisborough Cricket Club is fully committed to safeguarding and promoting the well being of all its members.  The club believes that it is important that members, coaches, administrators and parents associated with the club should, at all times, show respect, be encouraged to be open and to share any concerns or complaints that they may have about any aspect of the club with the Junior Manager. 

As a member or guest of Guisborough Cricket Club you are expected to abide by the general rules of the club,

the Code of Conduct for Junior Cricket Section Members and Guests policy (A copy of this is on the 

Cricket Section notice board and is available on request) and by the following Junior Club rules:

1. All members must play cricket within the laws and in the spirit of the game.

2. All members must respect colleagues, opponents and officials.  Do not make derogatory comments or gestures about your colleagues or opponents.  Never try to intimidate the opposition by threats or excessive triumphalism.

3. Be polite to and respect the decisions of Umpires, Coaches and Club officials both at Guisborough Cricket Club and at other Clubs visited during away fixtures.  Do not show dissent!  Do not throw tantrums or cricket bats.  Such behaviour invites sanctions from club officials.

4. Members should keep to agreed timings for practice and matches or inform their coach or team manager at the earliest possible opportunity if they cannot play or are going to be late.

5. All members must wear the appropriate kit – properly!  Cricket whites and suitable trainers or cricket shoes should be worn for matches but tracksuits are permitted for practising. 

6. Members are not allowed to consume alcohol or drugs of any kind on club premises or whilst representing the club at competitions

7. Members are not allowed to smoke on club premises or whilst representing the club at competitions

8. All players under the age of 18 years must wear helmets when batting and when standing up to the stumps when wicket keeping and for boys an abdominal protector (box).

CODE OF CONDUCT FOR PARENTS/GUARDIANS

1. Encourage your child to learn the laws of the game and to play within the spirit of those laws. 

2. Discourage unfair play and disputes with officials/coaches.

3. Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results.

4. Never force your child to take part in any sport.

5. Set a good example by recognising fair play and by applauding the good performances of all.

6. Never punish or belittle a child for losing or making mistakes.

7. Publicly accept the judgement of officials without argument or comment.

8. Support your child’s involvement and help them to enjoy cricket and to develop within it.

9. Use correct and proper language at all times.

10. Do not forget, children are involved in organised sport for their enjoyment and not yours.  

Guidelines on Changing Rooms and Showering Facilities

Guisborough Cricket Club has applied the following guidelines, which apply to Adults & Young People (under the age of 16) sharing changing facilities:

1. Adults should try to change and shower at separate times to Young People

2. If Adults and Young People need to share a changing facility, the club must have consent from the Parents that their child/children can share changing room with adults in the club

3. If Young People are uncomfortable changing or showering with Adults, no pressure should be placed on them to do so. Encourage them to do this at home

4. Mobile Phones must not be used in changing rooms.
